We will be offering multiple opportu-

nities for you to enter fully into the 

experience of this sacred time.  Please 

look at the schedule and make plans to 

fully participate.  The opportunities 

are designed to encourage: Examina-

tion (Labyrinth), Commemoration 

(Last Supper), Willing Sacrifice (Good 

Friday), Celebration/Resurrection 

(Easter).  The week invites us into a 

pattern for continuing renewal in our 

lives.  The difficulty or sticking point 

for most of us is the willing sacrifice 

of Good Friday.  If, however, we want 

to be truly transformed followers of 

Christ, we too must walk the way of 

sacrifice.  Scripture bids us be a living  

sacrifice (Rom. 21:1); to be crucified 

with Christ (Gal. 2:20).  The way to a 

resurrected, redeemed, changed life 

requires a willing sacrifice.  This must 

become a continuing pattern if we are 

to fulfill the scriptural admonition in 

Colossians 3:5 ñSo put to death the 

sinful, earthly things lurking within 

you.ò  Each Holy Week I say the same 

words, ñYou canôt get to Easter with-

out going through Good Friday.ò  You 

can show up for Easter.  You can even 

get caught up in the celebration of 

Easter, but there is no resurrection and 

redemption for those who bypass the 

way of the cross. Following in the way 

of Christ requires us to walk the Via 

Dolorosa.  There is no short-cut to a 

genuine experience of resurrection.
