Hebrews 12:28-29 says, ñTherefore since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and 

so worship God ACCEPTABLY  and REVERENCE and AWE, for our God is a consuming fireò(Hebrew ..ESH 

OKLEA).  

 A quotation from Ignatius Antioch (First Century) says:  ñWe must either fear His future wrath or love His 

present graceðone or the other.ò  Exodus 34:14  ñDo not worship any other god, for the LORD, whose name is 

Jealous (Hebrewð   

EL KANNA), is a jealous God.ò 

 The English poet Joseph Addison defined jealously thusly: ñJealously is that pain which a man feels from 

the apprehensions that he is not equally loved by the person he  entirely loves.ò  This is the kind of jealously that 

impels God to pursue us despite our evasions, indifference or  waywardness. 

 I urge you to take time today to think about the way in which God has pursued youðrelentlessly, shrewdly, 

passionatelyðthrough your lifetime.  Ask Him to help you recognize how He has been at work.  Then pray for the 

grace to forsake every love that will compete with your love for Him.  (Adapted from Praying the Names of God, 

written by Ann Spangler).
